STP, the Seattle-to-Portland Bicycle Classic, is a major annual 
event for both the Northwest Bicycling community, and the 
Washington State Gold Wing Touring Association (GWTA).  
The 200+ mile ride was held July 17-18, 2010. 

The GWTA member’s primary task during the STP was to 
escort the cyclists.  We followed the designated route, 
reminding the riders to stay in their lanes, helped to shield 
riders from cars, while looking out for those who might need 
assistance with either an injury or with their bike and generally 
helped to keep things moving on down the road.   

The 2010 Group Health Seattle to Portland Bicycle Classic 
was a terrific success.

all of the wonderful volunteers who helped make the event 
smooth and enjoyable for the 10,000 participants.  

The 200-mile bicycle ride is the largest multi-day bicycle event 
in the Northwest, with up to 10,000 participants riding from 
Seattle to Portland in one or two days.

Keep it on your bike, keep it on your person.

Other (particularly 
those who have replaced the left fairing pocket with some kind 
of accessory) prefer storing their information inside the travel 
trunk.  

Anyone with a serious medical condition should probably wear 
a Medic-Alert bracelet, too. A recent suggestion is to 
strategically place a brightly lettered sign on your bikes dash, 
fairing pocket or travel trunk saying “Medical information 
inside” or specifying the location.

If you do, you are in the right Chapter.  
We have the reputation of being a 
chapter that rides -- a lot.  We want all of 
our members to ride with us and have a 
great time.  There are, as with any 
group, a variety of riders and “tastes” as 
far as the type of riding they enjoy.    
Some like to ride a little quicker and 
some do not; you make the choice.   
Either way is fine, there is no right or 
wrong to it, we all should enjoy the 
experience.  None of us wishes to make 
another rider uncomfortable.  I know we 
have all experienced the too fast or too 
slow rider, either can diminish our 
enjoyment.  This is not a criticism of 

either, it depends on your perspective 
and comfort level. 
 
We also owe it to our fellow riders to pay 
attention and keep the group together.  
Try to maintain a consistent space 
between you and the bike in front of 
you.  Do not allow a gap to open and 
then have to play catch up (this is what 
is known as the dreaded slinky).  This 
activity is very stressful for the ride 
leader, not to mention the folks behind 
you who now have to go much faster to 
close the gap to form a group again. 
 

If you wish to “smell the roses,” you may 
find riding at the back of the group more 
comfortable and the quicker riders will 
appreciate the open road.  After a few 
rides, I’m sure you will find folks that you 
are comfortable riding with and have a 
great time, that’s what it’s all about.  And 
if group riding isn’t your thing -- no 
problem.  Simply tell the group you’ll 
meet them at the destination, and head 
out on your own.  Whatever your style of 
riding, we are glad you chose GWTA, 
Chapter V.
